Find the file you downloaded from MediSoft’s Corporate Web Site.   


2.
Double-click the file.


3.
A confirmation message is displayed.  Click [Yes].


4.
In the Software License Agreement screen, read the information, then click [Yes].  If you do not agree to the terms, you cannot complete the installation process.


5.
In the Readme Information screen, click [Next].


6.
In the Choose Destination Directory screen, accept the default path of c:\ads\odbc by clicking [Next].


7.
In the Select Program Folder screen, accept the default folder by clicking [Next].


8.
You are ready to install.  Click xe "Buttons:[Next]"[Next].


9.
Once installation is complete, click xe "Buttons:[Finish]"[Finish].


10.
Click Exit in the splash screen.

ODBC Driver Setuptc "ODBC Driver Setup"

1.
Open the Control panel and select ODBC Data Sources (32-Bit).


2.
Under the User DSN (Data Source Name) tab, click xe "Buttons:[Add]"[Add].


3.
Choose Advantage and click xe "Buttons:[Finish]"[Finish]. 


4.
It will bring up the Advantage ODBC Driver Setup window. 


5.
Type in a name for the Data Source, for example AdvData, or the name of the practice.  Be aware that you are going to set up a different ODBC Data Source for every set of data that you want to access.  Give the Data Source a description, for example “Valley Medical Group Data.” 


6.
Under Database Directory, enter the path to the data.  You can use the drive and directory, or UNC.  For example, c:\data, f:\Public\MediSoft\data, \\server\public\data, etc.


7.
Choose Options. 


8.
Change Default Index Type to Advantage. 


9.
Under Available Server Types, choose Remote or Local, or both.  If you are using this with ADS (Advantage Database Server, Client Server), choose Remote.  If you are using this with ALS (Advantage Local Server, Peer-To-Peer) or Single User, choose Local.  Do not choose Internet Server.  If you have both Remote and Local checked, it will try to find the ADS first and, if it doesn’t, it will switch to ALS. 


10.
Click xe "Buttons:[OK]"[OK] to save, and click [OK] again to exit ODBC Admin. 

That is all there is to setting the ODBC driver up in your system.  Now the data is ready to be used by whatever ODBC-compliant program you choose.

At the database window, select Table, New, and then Link.

Choose files of type ODBC databases. 


4.
The Select Data Sources window opens; choose Machine Data Sources. 


5.
Choose the database that you set up in ODBC Admin. 


6.
It gives a list of the tables; choose the specific tables you want or choose Select All. 


7.
Select a Unique record identifier:

And that’s it.  You should see the table in the database window.  The linked files should have an arrow next to them to indicate they are linked, and a globe to indicate they are ODBC tables. 

Additional Informationtc "Additional Information"
If you do not specify a unique ID (Primary Key) when linking the tables, the program lets you access the tables but not update them.
